Homework:  Homework will be given daily.  Time in class will be given to get started on the assignment. Please use this time appropriately.  The next class after it is assigned, students may ask questions on the assignment at the beginning of class and then the assignment will be due.  We will correct the assignment in class.  Work must be shown in order to be considered complete.  Each homework score will vary with the number of problems given.  

Materials You will need paper, pencil, a 3-ring binder and calculator every day.  The Calculator must be scientific with trig functions.  A graphing calculator is useful but not necessary. Free graphing apps can be downloaded to your home computer or phone for use on the homework.
Technology (ALEKS):  An ALEKS homework assignment will be given weekly. Students must complete 10 topics from ALEKS each week.  ALEKS assignments will be due every Wednesday (whether or not you have class).  Students will get 2 pts for each topic completed for a total of 20 pts.  There will be NO MAKE up for ALEKS assignments.  

Class Participation:  We will be doing many Tasks/Labs together in groups this year.  You are expected to work with your group and stay focused.  Do not get up from your group to socialize.  This will be a very interactive class and participation will be expected every day.  

Quizzes:  There will be approximately three to four 10-point quizzes per quarter.  I try and give one or two quizzes per unit. We will have a quiz on the review day before the test and any other quizzes will be announced ahead of time. Work must be shown in order to receive credit.    

Tests:  There will be two to three 100-point tests.  Work must be shown to receive partial credit.  Retakes and test corrections will be offered at my discretion and announced directly after the test. 
Notes:  I cannot stress enough the importance of notes in my class.  I require them to be taken and brought daily (no leaving to get them).  Anything I write on the board should be written in the notes including the questions presented at the beginning of each class. A three-ring binder is required for notes.  At the end of the quarter I will look at the notes for the quarter.  The notes will be graded based on the amount of days notes were taken.  Students are responsible to get notes from me or another student when they are absent. 
Extra Credit:  Extra credit will be given on occasion as assignments or class activities allow (including ALEKS assignments on occasion).

Excused Absent Work:  
· If a student is absent, the work collected the day of the absence will be due THE NEXT CLASS PERIOD.  It is extremely important in this class to keep up and not procrastinate.  If you get behind, please come in and talk to me.  I am willing to work with individual students with extenuating circumstances.   
· When a student is absent the day of a test they must arrange with me a time to take the test.  No work will be accepted for the classes missed due to truancy.  
I will not take any homework from a chapter we have already completed.  The day we take the test as a class is the LAST day to turn in homework from that chapter.  If you are absent the day of the test, your due date for homework will be the next time you’re in class. 

Attendance/Tardy Policy:  The school policies will be followed.  Attendance will be marked at the bell by a seating chart.  Five tardies or absences will result in attendance loss for the quarter.  

Citizenship:  The citizenship will be based on my observations of each individual.  I will base these observations on the students’ ability to follow the code of conduct and my classroom rules.  

Classroom Rules:

· Each student is expected to be in his/her seat when the bell rings.
· All necessary supplies must be brought daily, including book paper, pencil, and calculator.
· It is recommended that the student have a scientific calculator.  If a scientific is not available a standard calculator can be used.  Any graphing calculator can also me used and would be very helpful at times but are not required.  I have a classroom set of graphing calculators that are available when working on an assignment that requires them. 
· I prefer homework is done in pencil.  Math sometimes requires a lot of erasing. Notes can be taken in pen. 
· Students must use classroom time appropriately.  I try to give 20 to 30 minutes to work on homework each class period.  If this time is not used appropriately it will not be given.  Quiet talking during homework time is allowed as long as it is about the assignment.
· Appropriate language must be used at all times.  No swearing, making fun of, or criticizing others.  
· The school dress code will be enforced in my classroom.  There should be no halter-tops, bare midriffs, or inappropriate text and graphics on clothing.  
· Speakers, pagers, CD- players, I-pods, etc. are not allowed and will be confiscated.  
· Phones may be used when appropriate but NEVER during a test or quiz.  
· Please do not ask to use the hall-pass during the first 15 min. of class and while I am teaching.  The hall-pass can be used during homework time at my discretion.  I reserve the right to deny the hall pass for any reason.  Please do not abuse this privilege. 
· No cheating is allowed in the classroom.  If students are caught coping /giving answers, both parties will receive an F for the assignment/quiz/test.
During the year, I will be correcting all of the student’s tests.  On a day-to-day basis, however, the students will be correcting each other’s homework and quizzes at the beginning of class.  This gives each student immediate feedback on their assignments as well as helping the student be able to recognize correct procedures in solving different problems.  None of their scores will be called out; rather the papers will be gathered by me and recorded in the grade book.
